Race Regulations 
 
ARTICLE 1. Organization 

The NRC Tour de Grove is organized by: 

Big Shark Bicycle Company, Inc. 
6133 Delmar Boulevard, 
St. Louis MO 63112 

It is governed by the rules of the United States Cycling Federation. 
 
ARTICLE 2. Type of Event 

The NRC Tour de Grove is ranked at 1.4 on USA Cyclingôs National Racing Calendar. The Tour 
de Grove is an NRC event for both menôs and womenôs professional and elite amateur fields.  An 
NRC points table can be found on later on in this document. 
 
ARTICLE 3. Participation 

The NRC Tour de Grove for men is open to members of UCI trade teams and Category 1 
amateurs. The professional womenôs event is open to members of UCI trade teams Category 1 
and 2 amateurs. Team entry is encouraged, although individual entry is also permitted. All UCI 
Trade Teams must follow the protocol set forth in the UCI regulations. 

Team limits: No more than 8 riders from a club/team may enter, either as individuals or a team. 
There is no minimum.

ARTICLE 5. Radio  

Radios will be issued to all officials, drivers, key volunteers and staff that have cars in the road 
race caravans. They will be available from the Race HQ before the race at the Start/Finish- for 
distribution at the Pre-Race meeting. They must be returned immediately following the race. The 
frequency for the radios will be announced at the Pre-Race meeting. 

ARTICLE 6. Neutral Support 

Neutral support will be provided at all stages by SRAM Specialized Event Management and Big 
Shark Bicycle Company. Circuit race caravans will include two support cars, two motorcycles 
and one End-of-Caravan support van. Neutral pits will be available at the race adjacent to 
registration in the Expo area. 
 
ARTICLE 7. Rider Elimination 

All riders will have finish on the same lap as the race leader.. 

Note: The Chief Referee shall have the discretion to extend the time cut or reduce the 
number of laps that must be completed. Riders will only be pulled by an official if they are 
out of contention and lapped or in danger of interfering with the finishing sprint. 

 
ARTICLE 8. THF Realty- King of the Grove Competition and Queen of the Grove 
Competition. 

The first rider through the Start/Finish on each lap will be scored for the K/QOG competition. The 
rider who has lead the most laps is eligible for a $500.00 prize. This KOG competition is for the 
Pro/1 menôs event only. The QOG is for the Pro/1/2 womenôs event only. Should there be a tie- 
the winner will be the rider who crossed the Start/Finish on the latest lap during the event. The 
K/QOG winner must complete the race and be present at the awards ceremony. 
 
ARTICLE 9. Prizes 

A grand total of $25,000 in prizes will be awarded.  $15,000 to the NRC Menôs Pro/1 event, 
$7,500 to the NRC Womenôs Pro/1/2 event and $2500 in prizes awarded to the other amateur 
USAC race categories.  Prizes lists may be found on later in this document.  Prize checks will be 
mailed within one month of the event.  A single check will issued for each team and will be sent 
to the team manager or to the individual or company designated by the team manager.  Checks 
will not be issued until a W-9 form has been submitted.  Checks not cashed within six 
months of the date of issue will be voided and will not be reissued. Riders eligible for prize 
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money must supply the Tour de Grove with a valid mailing address. A prize list breakdown is 
available later in this document. 
 
ARTICLE 10. Antidoping  

The NRC Tour de Grove will announce if there will be antidoping controls on race day.  Please 
refer to the appendix for more information.  The list of riders to be tested will be near the stage 
finish and also on the entrance to the antidoping control facilities.  It is the riderôs responsibility to 
personally check to see if his name is on the list.  Other means to notify riders may be used, 
such as announcing the names over Radio Tour or providing personal escorts, however, the 
absence of either of these will not be admitted as an excuse for missing a test.  It is the 
responsibility of the athlete to report to testing.  Once a riderôs name is put on the list as a leader, 
random, or reserve, only the Antidoping Inspector can tell the rider that he is not needed for 
testing.  All riders listed as reserves must personally appear to verify if they are to be tested or 
not.  More information is available in the appendix. 
 
ARTICLE 11. Awards Ceremonies 

Awards ceremonies for ALL categories will be held 15 minutes into the next ensuing race. The c 
Menôs Pro/1 race ceremonies will occur 15 minutes after the conclusion of their race.  They will 
be held on the podium/stage at the Finish Line.  NRC Menôs Pro/1 Riders failing to appear for 
ceremonies will be subject to substantial fines, as specified by item 37 of the UCI schedule of 
fines.  The following riders must attend the award ceremonies: 

ü First Three of the USAC Category 5 

ü First Three of the USAC Category 4/5 

ü First Three of the Masterôs Category 1-4, 40+/50+ 

ü First Three of the Womenôs Open Category 3/4 

ü First Three of the USAC Category 2/3 

ü First Three of the Womenôs NRC Pro 1/2 event 

ü Queen of the Grove winner  

ü First Three of the Menôs NRC Pro/1 event 

ü King of the Grove winner 
 
ARTICLE 12. Controls 

Finish lines and King/Queen of the Grove competition will be marked with signs at 1 km and 
200 meters to go. 

Feed Zones will be marked with signs at 1 km to go and at the beginning and end of the feed 
zone.  Officials will announce when feeding can begin and must end on Radio Tour.  During the 
NRC Menôs and Womenôs Professional events only credentialed staff can be in the feed zone. 
Credentials can be obtained at registration. 

Lap cards at the finish line will indicate race progress on the road race finishing circuits. 
 
ARTICLE 13. Starts 

Every racer in the NRC Pro/1 category must sign in at the announcerôs stage ï next to their 
name on the Start list.  Please note that sign-in closes 10 minutes before the start of the race.  
Please check the start list at Sign In to see if you will be called up during introductions (yellow) 
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and position yourself in the starting pack accordingly. Teams of five or more riders can submit 
one (1) name and a very (very) brief bio to registration.  Unless a rider has already been selected 
for your team, the rider you nominate will be introduced. 
 
ARTICLE 14. Results 

Results will be distributed 15 minutes post each event at Registration and on 
www.tourdegrove.com  by end-of-day June 13.  You may receive results by E mail.  Give your E 
mail address to the Media Coordinator, Alan Christanell.  Protests of the final standings must be 
made within 15 minutes of the posting of the results on the results board.  All results are final 
after the protest period has expired.  Please make your departure plans accordingly. 
 
ARTICLE 15. Helmets 

Helmets are mandatory when riding from the time sign-in opens until the awards ceremony is 
completed each day. 
 
ARTICLE 16. Rider & Team Conduct 

The provisions listed herein will be binding and enforceable against all competitors.  Any 
infringement of the rules and regulations applying to the race by any rider, team staff or helper 
will render the entire team liable to fines or disqualification.  In addition to all USAC regulations, 
the NRC Tour de Grove will also enforce the following regulations: 

ü Race commissares have the ability to fine, relegate or disqualify as it relates to team and 
rider behavior. 

ü Indecent exposure and public urination are against regulations and also illegal.  A $100 
fine will be levied against any competitor, team staff or helper who violates this regulation.  
Violators will also be subject to penalties from local law enforcement. 

ü Riders may not throw bottles or other litter at any place other than the road race feed 
zones. Throwing bottles or litter at the other stages is forbidden entirely.  Riders doing so 
are subject to a $50 fine and prosecution under local laws. 

ü Teams will be responsible for any expenses incurred due to loss or damage to hotel 
rooms or any issued equipment such as radios or vehicles. Prize winnings may be 
withheld to cover any such expenses. 

 
ARTICLE 17. Penalties 

The NRC Tour de Grove will employ the UCI schedule of fines, which are available at 
www.commissaire.net.  All persons fined will be given a fine certificate for payment within the 
stated time limits. 
 
ARTICLE 18. Dismissal 

Where it is deemed that the image or reputation of the NRC Tour de Grove may be blemished 
(notably with regard to anti-doping laws) by the behavior of any member of a team (management 
or athlete), the organizer reserves the right at any time during the race to exclude the rider(s) or 
the team member involved from the race.  Any team or rider(s) subject to this sanction will be 
asked to leave the race area.

ARTICLE 20: Criterium Circuits 

Riders on different laps may work together. Lapped riders or riders who are deemed out of 
contention may be pulled at the discretion of the chief referee. 

At the discretion of the Chief Referee, riders may be stopped before entering the final lap.  
Riders who fail to stop will be disqualified.  
 
ARTICLE 21: Riders Falling Behind 

Riders falling behind the race caravan will be instructed to follow the rules of the road (USA 
Cycling Rule 3B2 ï Rules of the Road.  Riders shall, of their own responsibility, conform to all 
traffic regulations in force in the area where the race is held [relegation or disqualification and 
possible 10 day suspension].) 

Riders will also be subject to civil penalties.  
 
 

CARAVAN PROCEDURES 
 
General 

ü Race officials are in charge of the caravan as well as the race.  Their instructions will be the 
final authority.  

ü Each caravan vehicle will be provided with a radio. Drivers will be instructed as to which 
channel to use at the pre-race morning meeting.  Roll call will proceed during the neutral 
starts. 

 
Eligibility 

ü The NRC Tour de Grove will be providing neutral wheel and bicycle support through 
SRAM/Special Events Management and Big Shark Bicycle Company. 

ü Due to the nature of our rolling enclosure and neutral support- there will be no vehicles, other 
than official race, support and media in the caravan. 

ü See course maps for staging and deviation locations. 

ü Vehicles must stay to right if not moving forward to provide service. 

ü Riders needing assistance from neutral support must pull to the right side of the road and 
stop.  The support car must then also pull to the right and stop. 

ü Support vehicles will not be permitted to follow a breakaway until the time gap allows. This 
decision will be made by the Race Officials. 

ü Feeding from the cars will not be allowed.  
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FEEDING 
 
Feed zones 

ü Signs will be posted at the beginning and end of the Feed Zone.  Feed only from the right 
hand side of the road. 

ü Team personnel for the NRC Pro/1 menôs event and NRC Pro/1/2 womenôs event must wear 
team credentials or they will not be admitted to the Feed Zone. 

ü No plastic bags are allowed in the feed zone. 

ü No running in the feed zone. 

ü Feeders must wait on the right side of the road and may not go into the peloton to deliver the 
feed. 

ü Please help us keep the roadway clean.  
 

PARKING INSTRUCTIONS 
 
Team/Racer Parking 

Team and racer parking will be located at the Commerce Bank Lot, 4019 Chouteau Avenue, St.

CARAVAN ORDER AND PROCEDURE ɀ ROLLING ENCLOSURE 
 
The NRC Tour de Grove will be controlled using a combination of soft closure, hard closure and 
rolling enclosure.  The entire main field and peloton will be contained by rolling enclosure.  The 
finish line area around the market place will be a hard closure.  All other areas of the course will 
be marshaled and controlled by volunteers and police to facilitate residential traffic.  Cars will be 
allowed on the course after the ñEnd of Caravanò has passed the access points.  Car traffic will 
only be counter-clockwise- following race direction.  The lead vehicle will be a St. Louis City 
Police Vehicle which will be stopping all traffic and signaling the closure of all access points as 
the race approaches the designated entry points. 
 
In the event of a breakaway, the breakaway group will be supported by the lead Police car, Moto 
1, Support 1, and Comm1.  The main field will be supported by Moto 2 and Support 2.  
 
Riders falling outside of the rolling enclosure will be subject to the rules of the road ï but will be 
allowed to continue racing unless it is decided by the officials that they will impede the finishing 
sprint.  
 
Caravan drivers must attend a mandatory meeting at 7:00 am the day of the race at the 
Start/Finish. Staging will occur ten minutes prior to the start of each race.

Tour de Grove ï Course Closure  
 
Course Marshals and Intersections Notes: 

1. Start/Finish: ï  Finish Line staging and Truss will be located at ñBeyond Housingò@ 4156 
Manchester Road. Course will be closed on both sides of the road. Race services will be set up 
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on the inside of the course.  Gates will block both sides for several hundred yards on both sides.  
In addition to protecting front edge of the announcers platform there several areas that will need 
protection. Volunteer Position V1 and V2. 

2. Gibson Ave and Kentucky Ave intersection. Gates will be set up to allow for Police exit and 
entrance across to Kentucky Avenue. Volunteer Positions V3 and V4. 

3. Left Turn South Boyle. Gated turn inside and outside. Volunteer Position V5. 

a. Note: Bad Pavement on Boyle near alleys. Will require repair. 

4. Blocked Alley. Between Manchester Ave and Swan Ave. Both directions. 

5. St. Cronanôs Church/Swan Avenue. Will need Volunteers to assist with access. Road closed 
going West. Volunteer Position V6. 

6. Blocked Alley. West side of route. Between Swan Ave and Norfolk Ave.
